Homework Help, powered by Tutor.com, recently added tutoring for adults in a variety of subjects including GED preparation, resume creation and essay-writing.
Anyone can access the service from the library.  Tutors are available every day from 4 – 11 p.m.  The service can also be accessed from home by residents of Clinton and Macomb Townships.  “All you need to access the service from home is a valid resident library card from the Clinton-Macomb Public Library,” Morris said.  “It’s a great resource for students and also for parents when they are trying to finish homework after the library is closed.”

The Homework Help service does not give students the answers to their homework, but the tutors point students in the right direction to finish their assignments.  Tutors are experts in their given subject and are usually teachers or someone with a background in the subject they tutor.
In addition to Homework Help, the Clinton-Macomb Public Library offers many databases that can assist students with homework.  “Our databases are also a great resource for students,” Morris said.  “Many students have to find outside sources for papers and our databases provide a wide variety of articles and information perfect for research projects.”  Most databases can be accesses by residents from home, but a few can only be accessed in the library.  A valid, resident Clinton-Macomb Public Library card is required to access databases from home.

The library is open from 9 a.m. to 9 p.m. Monday through Thursday and from 9 a.m. to 6 p.m. Friday and Saturday.  The Main Library will be open on Sundays from 1 p.m. to 6 p.m. beginning September 13.
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
