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Celebrate heritage and literature at the 
Clinton-Macomb Public Library


The Clinton-Macomb Public Library is offering a variety of events to celebrate culture and literature this March.


The library is participating in The Great Michigan Read in March.  The program encourages everyone to read and discuss the same book.  This year’s selection is Stealing Buddha’s Dinner by former Michigan resident Bich Minh Nguyen.  The memoir details her family’s struggle to assimilate to American life after escaping Vietnam during the Vietnam War.  “The Great Michigan Read is an opportunity for everyone to read the same book, discuss it and attend programs that deal with some of the issues brought up in the book,” said Jamie Morris, Community Relations Specialist.  “People from all over the state have been reading Stealing Buddha’s Dinner and we’re happy to get people from the Clinton-Macomb Public Library involved in the program as well.”

In addition to attending a book discussion of the book at the South Branch on Saturday, March 13 at 12 p.m., the Main Library is also offering a program that relates to one of the themes in the memoir.  “The main character of the book really struggles to find her identity when she moves to America.  She feels very out of place and wants 
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nothing more than to fit in,” Morris said.  To that end, the library decided that offering a program on genealogy and tracing family history would fit in nicely with that theme.  “Kris Rzepczynski will present Introduction to Genealogy.  He’ll show people which resources to use and which databases are available at the library to help people get started on their own family trees.”  Registration begins February 25.
