The Friends have been collecting and sorting books throughout the year in anticipation of the used book sale, which helps to raise funds for library programs such as the summer reading clubs, Sunday concert series and all other library programs.  “The public has been generous in donating their used books.  We’re going to have quite a variety, from bestsellers to children’s books, we’ve got a lot of everything,” said Mary Russo, President of the Friends of the Library.
